5. [Plaintiff] [and] [Defendant] did not appear pursuant to the notice of the Court. 

6. In the absence of evidence in support of the relief prayed for in the pleadings, the Court is 
prevented from going forward on the claims for relief not addressed by previous Orders. 

7. No other lesser sanction is appropriate to dispose of the case. 

Based upon the foregoing Findings of Fact, the Court reaches the following CONCLUSIONS OF 
LAW: 

1. The parties have failed to comply with the Civil Case Management Rules. 

2. Pursuant to Rule 41 (b)&(c), NC Rules of Civil Procedure, no lesser sanction than dismissal 
suffices with regard to the claims for relief which have not heretofore been resolved by Court 
Order. 

3. The claims for relief not addressed heretofore by an Order or Judgment of the Court should be 
[denied] [dismissed], [with] [without] prejudice. 

Based upon the foregoing Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, it is, therefore, ORDERED, 
ADJUDGED AND DECREED: 

The claims for relief not addressed heretofore by an Order or Judgment of the Court are [denied]
