     A child custody action has been filed involving your child, and in accordance with North Carolina law and the Rules of the Family 
Court of the Eighth Judicial District, you must participate in the Custody Mediation Program of the Family Court in this district. The 
Custody Mediation Program consists of the following:  (1) A Parent Education Class called "Parenting Apart" which lasts approximately 
one hour; followed by (2) A Child Custody Mediation Orientation Session which lasts approximately one hour; and (3) At least one 
Mediation Session which lasts approximately two hours. Your Mediation Session will be scheduled during orientation for another date. 
Children are not allowed to attend any of the required meetings.

     We believe that you know what is best for your children. In custody mediation, parents meet privately with a trained mediator to arrive 
at a parenting plan that provides for the unique needs of your child or children. The meetings with the mediator are confidental, and you 
the parents make your own decisions on matters affecting the welfare of your children. The goal of mediation is to reach a workable 
parenting agreement that defines the time you share with your children, the ways decisions are made regarding your children, and other 
responsibilities concerning the care for your children. This parenting agreement becomes an enforceable Court Order when signed by a 
Family Court Judge.

     Custody Mediation is a program that has been successful, not only in the Eighth Judicial District; but also, throughout the state of 
North Carolina as well as the nation. No matter how well trained our Family Court Judges are, or how well intentioned our Court System 
is, Court proceedings are not well suited to meet the needs of children and parents whena family is being reorganized. You as parents 
know what is best for your child and the Family Court of the Eighth Judicial District wants your input in this most important decision. It is 
our sincere hope that mediation will assist you in agreeing on a parenting plan for your children. It is important that you remain good 
parents despite personal and legal differences between you and your children's other parent.
