The party being tested shall submit
themselves to the collector within 48 hours from receiving the notice and shall pay for the
test. In the event that the test results are negative then the requesting party shall reimburse
the tested party within 48 hours of receiving the results that the test is negative.

Neither
party shall say or do anything in the presence of the minor [_]child []children that would
interfere with or otherwise diminish the love, affection or respect the minor []child []
children have for the other party nor allow third parties to do the same.

[INeither party shall discuss issues relating to child custody or child support or matters
between the parties with or in the presence of the minor [_]child []children.

[_INo party shall assault, threaten, harass, stalk, intimidate or interfere with the other

party.
